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Goals and work targets

· Work completed since last meeting:

· Familiarisation with GWT
· Approached English honours students to help contribute lessons
· Coded most of the functionality of the PoemGuide module; includes:
· Navigation– trigger dynamic content loading
· Poem– fetches poem, splits it into line numbers and displays it
· Gallery– contains audio clip of the current poem as well as a panel of images related to the poem. These images are shown as thumbnails and fill the screen when clicked on.
· Interactive lessons – fetches and displays interactive lessons, with interactive capabilities built in.
· Lesson structure – series of classes that structures lessons into segments, and allows for any number of questions per segment. This will make building a module for contributors easy, allowing teachers to design their own interactive content without needing to know anything other than how to enter data into a form/wizard.
· Proposed goals:

· Get a MySQL database up and running

· Figure out how to use Hibernate and get it talking to MySQL from GWT
· Greg Atkinson from BSG is helping me with this
· Code the Contribute module
